Pharmacy lab

The laboratary is well equipped with all the equipments
mentioned by the regulatory council.

The lab has the facilities to train the students to identify

Homoeopathic Pharmaceutical instruments and
appliances and their cleaning.

Facilities for macroscopic and microscopic study of
drugs, estimation of moisture content of drug substance
with water bath etc are available in the lab.Mortar and
pestle, crucibles, percolator, pyknometer, Thin layer
chromatography, distillation apparatus are some of the
equipments in the laboratary
The lab is associated with a museum in which herbal
drugs are displayed. A herbarium is also maintained in
the lab for identification of the medicinal plants.

Anatomy dissection hall

The department has a dissection Hall of 50 students
capacity. There are six cadavers and a tank for storing it.
Embalming facilities are also provided. There are
adequate dissection sets, models, bones and a
mummified body. The Histology Lab has individual
microscopes with adequate slides. There is a museum
attached to the department with specimens, models and
charts.

Physiology and Biochemistry
lab

The institution has separate laboratories for Physiology
and Biochemistry.

The Physiology laboratory is well equipped with
individual microscopes and other equipments allotted to
each student to do the hematological experiments.

The lab has the facilities to do human practical
experiments related to cardiovascular, respiratory and
nervous systems. The equipments available include
electrocardiographs, sphygmomanometers spirometer,
vitalometer, kymograph, perimeters, ophthalmoscope,
stethographs, bicycle ergometer, knee hammers etc.

At the biochemistry laboratory, students have
separate reagent racks and gas to perform qualitative
analysis of unknown solution and urine.The spacious
laboratory with a capacity of 50 has colorimeter,
centrifuges, pH meter ,double distillation apparatus,
albuminometer, hydrometer, miroscopes etc

Pathology lab

The pathology lab is spacious enough with 141.60sqm
and has all equipments to do hematological practicals,
urine analysis, bacterial culture, staining, motility tests.
Central research lab is attached to this lab.
Hemocytometers, Anaerobic apparatus, autoclave,pH
meter ;,materials for preparation of media and stains are
some of the facilities. Adequate specimens are also
available in the lab.




Pharmacognosy lab

The Pharamacognosy lab maintained by Pharmacy
department is fully dedicated for advanced research
studies and provide expertise to students in the field of
isolation and separation of chemicals from the plants.
These labs also involved in the biological screening of
the plant material .The lab is well equipped with
instruments like Column chromatography unit, Thin
layer chromatography unit, melting point apparatus,
double distillation apparatus UV

Central research lab

The Central Research Laboratory with separate rooms
for inoculation, sterilization and reagents are situated in
the second floor of the college building. The lab is about
69.85sqm and is built to cater to research needs of
graduate and postgraduate students and also faculties
from all the departments of the Institution.It is equipped
with sophisticated equipment such as UV visible
spectrometer, Laminar airflow, Elisa Reader, Soxhlet
apparatus efc.
